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Math


We will work on making exchanges with the penny, nickel, and dime in class.  Students will be encouraged to count pennies and nickels at home.   For extra practice we will be “buying” penny snacks during class this week.

Students will be learning a new game called the Penny-Nickel Exchange.  Children roll a die and collect that number of pennies.  When students have 5 pennies they can trade them for a nickel.  The game ends when someone collects 5 nickels.

Phonemic Awareness Students will work on phoneme segmentation and rhyme. 


Phonics: Students will learn that the ‘c’ and ‘k’ make the same sound.

Writing:  Students will work on writing with similes. Ex. Seeds travel by water like a sailboat. (Compare seeds to a boat)


Skill:  Students will continue to pay attention to text structure and retelling a story to help check for understanding.
